The official establishment of the United Nations was at the conference in San Francisco, California; on the theme international organization .It had 50 nations who participated and several non-governmental organizations.

It adopted the charter a certain June 25, 1945 .The conference she took place 10/24/1945 its purpose or the principles of the United Nations, such as described in the charter are  to save future generations from the war, guarantee the human rights and establish the equality of rights for every human person. In addition, it also aims to promote the justice, freedom and social progress of peoples of all its member States.

A) The preservation of world peace is one of the fundamental objectives of the united nations. Under the terms of the Charter, the Member States undertake to settle their disputes by peaceful means and refrain from the threat or use of force against other States.

C) the development and development assistance; passing by its specialized agencies or agencies. By  ex: the UNDP, UNICEF, NEPAD ...

D) humanitarian assistance; either by the humanitarian aid, either emergency actions in the disaster areas, in disaster situations, chronic crises throughout the world.

· What the United Nations done for peace

 Over the years, the United Nations has contributed in no small way to defuse international crises and to deal with the conflict that had lasted too. She 
 has conducted operations complex, particularly in respect of the restoration or maintenance of peace and humanitarian assistance. It is also used to prevent conflicts. In the aftermath of a conflict, it attempts to more and more to address the root causes of the war and to lay the foundations for a durable peace.  

THE UNITED NATIONS offers the possibility to settle disputes by peaceful means, Como in 1962, when the Security Council has discussed the missile crisis Cuba.

The efforts made by the United Nations have produced spectacular results. THE UNITED NATIONS has helped to defuse the Cuban missile crisis of 1962 as well as the crisis in the Middle East in 1973. In 1988, a peaceful resolution sponsored by the United Nations has put an end to the war between Iran and Iraq and, the following year, the negotiations conducted under the auspices the United Nations have resulted in the withdrawal of the Soviet group of Afghanistan. Over the years 90, the United Nations has helped to restore the sovereignty of Kuwait and played a leading role in efforts to put an end to the civil wars in Cambodia, El Salvador, Guatemala and Mozambique, as well as to adjust or contain conflicts in a number of other countries.

When in September 1999, as a result of the vote held on the self-determination, a campaign of violence has forced some 200,000 East Timorese to flee their homes, the United Nations has authorized the dispatch of an international security force which has helped to restore order. The United Nations Transitional Authority was then manages the territory's transition to independence, to which it has acceded on 20 May 2002 as Timor Leste. When the terrorist attacks committed against the United States the September 11, 2011, the Security Council has reacted promptly, adopting a broad resolution that obliges States to ensure that all persons who participate in the financing, organization, preparation or perpetration of terrorist acts or is a support are brought to justice. 

A material aid in the form of food, clean water, medicine and shelter. UNICEF has also launched the concept of the child "zone of peace", proclaimed "days of tranquility" and created "corridors of peace" to help protect the children in areas of armed conflict and their essential services.

Disaster Prevention and planning are also part of the humanitarian action by the United Nations. In case of a disaster, the UNDP coordinates relief efforts at the local level, while giving its support to the rehabilitation and development in the longer term.

Central Emergency Response Fund (CERF)

The Deer was established in 2005 by the United Nations in order to improve humanitarian assistance to victims of conflict and natural disasters. It allows you to channel the funds where they are most needed, within the network of international aid organizations. The Deer was created by all the nations, for all the potential victims of disasters.

Palestinian Refugees

The office of the United Nations Relief and Works for Palestine Refugees in the Near East (UNRWA) is occupied, since 1949, to help the Palestinian refugees.

Bags of flour arrive at the center of food distribution on Beach Camp, in the Gaza Strip.

At the present time, it provides essential services in health and education, relief and social services and is implementing income-generating programs intended to more than 4 million Palestinian refugees in the region. A coordinator of United Nations oversees all the development assistance provided by the United Nations system to the Palestinian people in Gaza and in CIS-Jordan.

· What the United Nations does for the development

One of the main tasks of the United Nations is to promote higher standards of living and full employment, and to facilitate the progress and development in the economic and social fields. The United Nations agencies spend 70% of their activities to the achievement of this objective. Their effort is founded on the idea that it is essential to eradicate poverty and improve the well-being of all to create the conditions for a lasting peace in the world.

The organization has played a crucial role in the development of an international consensus on the action in favor of development. At the Millennium Summit in September 2000, the leaders of the  world have adopted the Millennium Declaration, which set of quantifiable objectives. to reach by 2015.

THE UNITED NATIONS has major assets to promote development. It is present in the entire world and its activities relate to the whole of the economic and social sectors as well as on that of emergency relief. The mandates of the specialized institutions cover virtually all areas of economic and social activity. These institutions offer a technical assistance and other forms of practical assistance to countries around the world.

THE UNITED NATIONS does not represent any national interest or particular commercial. When it comes to making important decisions, all countries, rich or poor, have votes in the chapter.

Definition of a program of action

The United Nations has played a crucial role in the development of an international consensus on the action in favor of development. Since 1960, the General Assembly helped to define priorities and objectives in the context of a series of international strategies ten yearly. Although targeted, these strategies emphasize always that the social and economic development form a whole. The United Nations continues to formulate new objectives in key areas such as sustainable development, the advancement of women, the respect of human rights, the protection of the environment and good governance, and to develop the program with a view to their achievement.

At the Millennium Summit in September 2000, the leaders of the world have adopted the Millennium Declaration, which set of quantifiable targets to reach by 2015, in a number of areas:

· Fight against poverty and hunger;

· Universality of primary education;

· Promotion of gender equality and the empowerment of women;

· Reduction of infant mortality;

· Improvement of maternal health;

·  Fight against HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases and

· Protection of the environment.

Among the targets which have been retained:

·  Reduce by half the proportion of the world's population whose income is less than one dollar per day;

· Guarantee to all children of the world a full cycle of primary education, eliminate all inequalities of access between girls and boys at all levels of education;

· Greatly reduce infant mortality while improving maternal health

Development Assistance

The United Nations agencies open in various ways to the promotion of economic and social objectives.

It is in this context that is born the Alliance of Civilizations in 2005. Its objective is to strengthen the mutual understanding between the different civilizations and to try to counteract the influence of the elements that encourage intolerance.

·  What the United Nations done for humanitarian assistance

Of humanitarian disasters can happen anywhere  at any time. Whatever the cause, flood, drought, earthquake or conflict, a humanitarian disaster is reflected by the loss of human lives, the displacement of the population and of great suffering and leaves in its wake communities incapable of meeting their own needs.

 In the event of disaster, the emergency agencies of United Nations provide food, shelter, medicines and a logistical support to victims, mainly children, women and the elderly.

In addition, the Emergency Relief Coordinator of the United Nations is responsible to develop the policy on humanitarian action and to promote humanitarian causes, by contributing, for example, to raise public awareness of the consequences of the proliferation of small arms or the effects of sanctions.

Emergency Assistance

In case of disaster, the United Nations agencies provide food, shelter, medicines and a logistical support to victims, mainly children, women and the elderly.

Financing

 To finance this assistance and the route up to those who are in need, the United Nations mobilized billions of dollars from international donors. The Office for the coordination of humanitarian affairs has launched some 15 calls inter annual institutions in order to bring relief to approximately 40 million people throughout the world. The Office is headed by the Emergency Relief Coordinator, who also provides the functions of under-secretary -general for humanitarian affairs.

Difficulties on the ground

The United Nations must overcome major problems on the logistical plan and on the security to provide humanitarian assistance on the ground. The humanitarian workers who have been denied access to people in need, and the belligerents have deliberately taken as target civilians and agents of aid agencies, each year more than 20  civilian staff members of the United Nations are killed when they are working for humanitarian operations.

 In the framework of the efforts made to protect the affected populations, the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights plays a role becoming more active in the United Nations response to emergency situations.

The action undertaken by the United Nations  to deal with humanitarian crises is coordinated by a committee composed of the major humanitarian aid agencies and chaired by the Emergency Relief Coordinator. This committee included among its members the United Nations Children's Fund UNICEF, the United Nations Development Program UNDP, the World Food Program WFP and the High Commissioner of United Nations for refugees UNHCR. The specialized agencies are also represented, as well as the main intergovernmental organizations and non-governmental humanitarian aid, such as the international movement of the Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies.

 Humanitarian Action

The United Nations Emergency Relief Coordinator is responsible to develop the policy on humanitarian action and to promote humanitarian causes, contributing, for example, to raise public awareness of the consequences of the proliferation of small arms or the effects of sanctions.

The United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR)

UNHCR assists refugees or displaced persons, who have left their homes because of the war, persecution or violations of human right. For more than five decades, the agency has helped 50 million people to rebuild their lives. Today'S user pay6 300 UNHCR employees continue to help 32 million people in 110 countries.

World Food Program (WFP)

WFP, which is the largest humanitarian aid agency of the world, providing emergency food assistance in the world. In 2006, he delivered food to 87.8 million people in 78 countries.

The United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF)

For 10 years, 300,000 children are been recruited as soldiers; during the same period, the war has killed 2 million children and injured or permanently disabled 6 million others. War and civil strife have also made 13 million children have been displaced in their own countries and 10 million refugee children, including a large number have been separated from their parents. UNICEF seeks to meet the needs of these children by providing them with adequate assistance.

·  Justice, human rights and international law

Thanks to the work of the United Nations, governments have concluded many multilateral agreements that make the planet a safer and more healthy, create opportunities and strengthen the justice for all. This vast corpus of international law, including human rights instruments, is one of the major achievements of the organization.

Human rights

Proclaimed by the General Assembly in 1948, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights sets out the fundamental rights and freedoms of all human beings, men or women, including the right to life, to freedom and to a nationality; freedom of thought, conscience and religion; to work, to education, to food and housing; and the right to participate in public affairs.

Two international covenants to which most of the States are parties give a mandatory character to these rights. The first deals with the economic, social and cultural rights, the second on the civil and political rights. With the Declaration, they constitute the international bill of human rights.

The Universal Declaration has laid the foundations of 80 human rights instruments, including the two international covenants, conventions on the elimination of racial discrimination and discrimination against women, the Conventions on the rights of the child, to torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment, the rights of persons with disabilities, to the status of refugees and to the prevention and suppression of the crime of genocide and the declarations on the rights of persons belonging to national or ethnic, religious and linguistic minorities, the right to development and the rights of human rights defenders. See the international instruments of human rights.

Now that this work to the development of standards is almost completed, the activities of the United Nations in the field of human rights consist mainly to enforce the  existing instruments. The United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights, who coordinates the activities of the United Nations in this field, opens to the governments for they better respect human rights, shall endeavor to avoid violations and cooperate closely with the United Nations forums. On 15 March 2006, the General Assembly has established the council of human rights, a subsidiary body of the Assembly

Generally, it is responsible for promoting universal respect for, and  the defense of all human rights and fundamental freedoms of all, for all, without any kind of distinction and in all fairness and equity.

The organs of the United Nations who is involved in human rights also play a role in the field of early warning, conflict prevention and fight against the root causes of the clashes. A number of peace-keeping operations of the United Nations have a human rights component. In total, the United Nations is currently carrying out, in a thirties matters of legislation, management and education relating to human rights, to shed light on the reported violations and to assist governments to take the corrective measures when they are needed.

In its development assistance activities, the United Nations puts more emphasis on the need to promote the respect of human rights. The Organization considers that the right to development is part of a dynamic which embraces the rights civil, cultural, economic, political and social, and aims to improve the living conditions of all individuals of a society. The key to the right to development is the elimination of poverty, one of the main missions of the United Nations.

International Law

The Charter of the United Nations advocates expressly the progressive development of international law and its codification. The conventions, treaties and norms-more than 510-resulting from this work are as much of instruments which promote international peace and security and the economic and social development. They are of a mandatory character for the States that ratify them.

The international law Commission establishes on topics of international law of draft text which can then be adopted in the form of conventions open to ratification of the Etas. Some of these conventions govern the relations between States: it is  the case for example of the convention on diplomatic relations or of the convention on the use of international watercourses.

The Commission of the United Nations for the international trade law developed rules and directives aimed at harmonising the laws that govern international trade and to facilitate their adoption. The United Nations has also been a pioneer in the field of environmental law. The United Nations environment program administered of agreements such as the convention to combat desertification, the convention for the protection  of the ozone layer and the convention on the control of transboundary movements of hazardous wastes.

The Kyoto Protocol to the United Nations framework convention on climate change, which focuses on the problem of global warming, is in force since 16 February 2005. It obligates the industrialized countries to reduce their combined emissions of six major greenhouse gases during the 2008-2012 below the levels of 1990. At the time of its entry into force, it had been ratified by 140 countries and to this day, by more than 190 countries.

 In finish with impunity

Prevention of genocide

The massive violations of humanitarian law that occurred during the conflict in the former Yugoslavia have led the Security Council to create in 1993 an international tribunal for the prosecution of persons accused of having committed these crimes of war. In 1994, the Council has created a second tribunal to try the affairs concerning the accusations of genocide in Rwanda. A number of persons have already been convicted and sentenced to terms of imprisonment. In 1998, the Rwanda Tribunal has pronounced the first verdict ever issued by an international court on the crime of genocide, as well as the first sentence of the history for this crime.

In 2004, on the occasion of the tenth anniversary of the Rwandan genocide, the secretary-general has created the post of special adviser on the prevention of genocide.

In 2008, he established the post of special adviser on the responsibility to protect. Its role is to develop this concept of international law enshrined in 2005 by the General Assembly.

International Criminal Justice

The United Nations has achieved one of its main objectives, namely an international mechanism which requires the perpetrators of massive violations of human rights to be held accountable, in 1998 when the governments have created a course international criminal in order to punish the perpetrators of genocide and other crimes against humanity. By voting for its creation, the international community has clearly shown for the perpetrators of atrocities that they can no longer act with impunity nor from the principle that their crimes will remain without response. The statute of the court entered into force on 1 July 2002. In March 2005, having concluded to massive violations of human rights, the council of security has referred to the prosecutor of the international criminal court the situation in Darfur region of Sudan.

International humanitarian law

 The United Nations has also helped to develop a number of conventions relating to international humanitarian law, such as the 1948 convention on the prevention and punishment of the crime of genocide and the 1980 Convention on inhumane weapons( relative to weapons producing excessively injurious or have indiscriminate effects).

Measures in favor of justice and equality of opportunity 

Decolonization

In 1945,750 million persons lived in the non-self -Governing Territories. Today they are barely more than a million, thanks, in large part, to the crucial role played by the United Nations, which has encouraged the aspirations of dependent peoples and help them to gain independence. Since 1960, the date on which the General Assembly adopted the Declaration on the granting of independence to colonial countries and peoples, some sixty of colonial territories have gained independence and joined the United Nations as a sovereign Member States.

The United Nations has conducted for more than 30 years a campaign whose purpose was to put an end to the system of racial segregation south- African known as apartheid. In 1994,a mission of the United Nations observed the first multiracial elections of the country.

It is obvious, thanks to the United Nations, the DRC escaped to the breakup of the country. There was talk of the ONUC.

After the fall of the Marshal, the liberation of the Congo by the alliance of political force in acronym A. F. D. L led by M Zee Laurent Kabila in May 1997, 3 years after a UN action in maintenance of peace, a peace broken by the entry of foreign troops in a territory would save independent and on request of the government, there will be deployment of a United Nations mission yet 

Once in the Congo to help us get rid of the Ugandan troops and Rwandan infiltrated on Congolese territory This mission was headed by Mr William Swing (USA)

The war in the east of the country

The DRC is the victim of aggression under the terms of the Charter but a justice in his favor has been long in coming. The perpetrators of these acts are well identifiable. THE UNITED NATIONS already present on field will only increase its workforce which will go from 3,000 men +-19.000 men currently, unfortunately its mandate stipulated only a mission of observation and stabilization of the Congo paradox!

When the expert report of the United Nations, the Congolese civil society spoke of 6. Millions of deaths from  the so called and famous war, there will always the question on the lethargy of the MONUSCO in this crisis which has too long! 

 With regard to the special intervention brigade  , it is the work of the international community determined to finish with the imposed war in the Congo by the multinationals, including by the SADC initiative, of France, who  wanted to offer a better image for the international community which seems considerably varied and complex. It is composed of the Tanzanian soldiers, South Africans, of the Malawi .The so-called special intervention brigade working under the supervision of the Monusco.

It will be effective its deployment toward September 2013 resolution (recent) 2098 of the United Nations the old resolution 1234 of the United Nations, in 2002, the rsln 1325 in 2010 (DDR) constitute a solid  technical documentation marking the UN presence in the DRC from 1999 to our days! 

Section II: THE UNITED NATIONS in Africa and in the world
Outside of the Congo, she intervenes everywhere or it ya emergency, disaster, extreme poverty, serious conflicts, wars etc. ...

Here are a few illustrations of these famous interventions outside of the Congo.

In southern Africa, the United Nations has played a leading role in the efforts to  put an end to the civil wars in Mozambique, the framework agreement of Addis- to -beba for peace in the Great Lakes region this year 2013 .                                 

Elsewhere the United Nations has helped to restore the sovereignty of Kuwait and to the civil wars in Cambodia, to put end Guatemala

 When in September 199, following the quickly organized on the self-determination, a campaign of violence has forced some 200,000 East Timorese to flee their homes, THE UNITED NATIONS envoy to an international security force which has helped to restore order.

When the terrorist attacks committed against the Etas on 11 September 2001, the Security Council has reacted promptly, adopting a broad resolution which requires the States to ensure that all persons who participate in the financing, organization, preparation  or  perpetration of terrorist acts in which ya wear a support brought to justice.

Finally for the agreement between Iran and the United Nations for the renouncement of the Iranian government to continue to manufacture the nuclear weapon to military objective in exchange for the lifting of the economic embargo imposed on Iran, signed last November 2013 in Geneva, Switzerland in the presence of several observers, organization, international and specialized agencies of the United Nations including the International Atomic Energy Agency, in acronym IAEA thanks to the UN, Iran has accept the inspection of  nuclear sites by a special mission to  the United Nations.

After its planetary identification, it is fitting to analyze the factors acting in the establishment of the decisions, resolutions ,recommendations and that the projects or programs.

CHAPTER III: THE ELABORATION OF PUBLIC POLICIES OF THE UNITED NATIONS 

THE UNITED NATIONS is an international organization which exists only by the fact and the action of its member States but also owes its evolution as well as some of its performance with significant input from its partners diversified.

Section I: General considerations

Understanding the public policy. 

It is awarded the mechanism or decision-making process in an Eta given or when the governance.  The public policy indicates how are decisions taken of general interest! When the courts and tribunals, and the legislators consider or want to move on or make  a law, prioritize one thing, governed in a certain way, they are doing that because of the  vision or either of the public policy and simultaneously they shape the policy orientation of the State .

Examples of political visions (of a nation)

When the courts and Parliament shall take the decision to legalize gay marriage or to make illegal, they take into account what they believe well for the population in the form of everything, they can join the cultural aspect. Their decision may create, shape the public vision, an orientation, a conducting line in public life.

When the legislature imposes a system of progressive tax, it is based on the widespread opinion that indicates that those earning more should contribute more than those earning less.

If the parliament voted for a bill on violence against women, this indicates a priority is made to protect women.

The question of carrying arms to end is a question of the decision-making process at an option in the management of the public thing. When the laws stronger are voted, this is based on the fact that or the idea that a law more strict would reduce the crimes and will alienate the weapons away from the criminal.

Another example of a public policy that is the granting of 30% of the who ta in favor of women within the political institutions in the DRC is pure public policy  or of adequate governance.

Section II: decision-making process of United Nations
 We will analyze how the decisions are taken by the United Nations . What methods it employs to influence States to abandon such or such other or to promote practice.

 And finally what are its priorities in terms of general will. or universal or even try to understand why is it in a certain way under certain delicate circumstances?

The security council

It is an important component in the decision-making of the organization of united nations this is essentially the maintenance of peace and international security throughout the world. It includes five permanent members namely, Russia, Great Britain US China, France each two holds the right of veto to oppose a decision and ten non-permanent member countries, elected for two years.

Mechanism or modalities of action.

On request of a Member State to the report of a partner and after debates in the general assembly and /or C. S.

Being that decision-making body to universal character decided: 

- The sending of blue helmets

- It punishes(the freezing of accounts, assets, embargoes, political pressures)

-  The secretariat is instructed to run  

- The C. S shall meet in regular session and extra ordinary depending on the case 

The general assembly meets manually to gather the opinions considerations of the member States of the organization on the United Nations system, it evaluates the activities of the organization within the member countries. It comprises 192 members, the right to vote is of one country, one vote. Thus, it recommends that the economic and social council.

 It recommends to the international criminal court and the international court of justice. She asked its advisory opinions.

Connotations or realities in the priorities.

The mode par excellence that is the consensus, c. -to-d  release the unanimous vote for the option of a specific action, in a region of the world or in a State.

In addition, between the States, there is a principle which says that there is no friendship, but rather the interests.

Thus, the countries who have contributed the most during its creation to our days to know the United States, France, Russia ... is often reserve the lion's share.

Most of resolutions will also marred by political pressures on the part of the leaders of countries of the security council!

After the study of the guiding principles of the factors in the public policy of the United Nations, it is appropriate to undertake rightly, the parallelism between the penal proceedings before international courts.

	I. Comment

The T. I. P or International Penal Tribunal has the possibility of divesting any national jurisdiction. The States are in the obligation to meet these requests for deferral.

The non bis in idem rule is entered in the status of the two T. P. I. (icc.) but they can nevertheless try a person again already judged by a domestic court, if the qualification criminal restraint by the judge is under common law, or if the national procedure is not independent or impartial, or if it has not been diligent, finally, if this national procedure was intended to subtract the person to his criminal responsibility.

The principle of complementary, enshrined in the preamble of the statute of the international criminal court, and regulated by the articles 17 to 20, strictly limits the right of the international jurisdiction of divesting a national jurisdiction, or to make an exception to the rule non bis in idem.

	Adversarial System: the parties collect evidence (prosecutor and accused) and the exchange under the control of the judges. A judge " of the state " has been put in place recently (change of the rules of procedure in July 1998)
	The parties (prosecution and defense) gather themselves the evidence, but the pre-trial chamber also has significant powers: it controls the collection of evidence that will not be "duplicated" during the trial (testimony of a dying person, exhumation, technical expertise, etc. ) ; it using the persons in question to obtain the cooperation of the States to collect the evidence they need to ensure their defense.

	4. POWERS OF INQUIRY OF THE PROSECUTOR ON THE TERRITORY OF STATES
	The prosecutor is empowered to undertake on-site measures of instruction. he "may" , and is, therefore, not required, seek the assistance of the authorities of the States concerned.
	

	5. MEASURE INVOLVING DEPRIVATION OR LIMITATION OF FREEDOM
	They are requested by the prosecutor and decided by a judge: when the arrest of a person is sought, it is carried out by the authorities of the requested State.
	

	6. CLOSURE OF THE PHASE PRIOR TO THE TRIAL
	The indictment prepared by the attorney is subject to the discretion of a judge, who may either confirm or reject the agreement, either request additional elements, either still stay proceedings in order to allow the Prosecutor to amend the indictment that a person may be transferred  to the tribunal.
	

	7. CONDUCT OF THE TRIAL AT FIRST INSTANCE
	 Always in the presence of the accused. No judgement by default is not possible (a hearing in the absence of the accused is sometimes possible at trial, in case of breach of an arrest warrant, but it does ever on the examination of the charges).

The hearing is public. The camera is however possible in certain assumptions.

The accused may plead guilty.

The procedure is then simplified.

Next: those of the prosecutor, the defense, and then those that the court has ordered; and finally those he used to pronounce the sentence.

Each means of evidence presented by a party may be contested by the other party (interrogation). After the closing arguments of the prosecutor, the defense presented his argument; it always has the last word.


	Always in the presence of the accused no default judgment is possible (on the other hand, the hearing on the confirmation of the charges, before the pre-trial chamber, may be conducted in the absence of the person involved).

Possible in certain assumptions. The accused may pleaded guilty and be judge according to a simplified procedure, and the control exercised by the judges on the admission of guilt is depart from this procedure in the interests of the victims, in addition, it is not bound by the agreements between the prosecutor and the defense, in particular on the amount of the penalty).

The order of presentation of evidence is not fixed by the statute, but it is indicated that the president of the house of judgment may give instructions on this point.

Churchill, Roosevelt F. 1Stalin) the Feb 11,1945 at the Yalta meeting declared their willingness to establish an international organization for the safeguarding of peace and security.

In short, it is the April 25, 1945, 50 States met in his Francisco for a conference whose official title was " United Nations conference on international organization".111 articles were developed. The 25 juin1945, a charter will be adopted ratified

In this case, the emphasis is on the negotiations and international pressure or other sanctions are applicable.
